ARTICLE 1
NAME,

The name of the corporation is 28 Polk Village, Inc. (the “Corporation™).

ARTICLE 2
_NONPROFIT MUTUAL BENEFIT CORPORATION
The Corporation is a nonprofit mutual benefit corporation organized under the Nonprofit Mutual
Benefit Corporation Law. The purpose of this Corporation is to engage in any lawful act or activity, other than
credit union business; for which a corporation may be organized under such law.

ARTICLE 3
SPECIFIC PURPOSES OF THE CORPORATION

The Corporation is also formed under the Davis-Stirling Common Interest Development Act
(California Civil Code Section 1350 et seq,) for the specific purpose of managing a common inferest
condominium project, that is, ta provide for the administration, management, maintenance, preservation and
architectural control of the residential condoniiniums and common use areas and appurtenant easemerits which
comprise that cettain real property commonly known as “Polk Village” situated at 1 3280 Dronfield Avenue,
with the nearest cross-street of Polk Street, Los-Angeles, California, (the “Project”), the same being more
particularly described in that certain Declaration of Conditions, Covenants and Restrictions and Reservation of
Easements for Polk Village (the “Declaration”), which has been, or will be, recorded in the Office of the
County Recorder of Los Angeles County, Notwithstanding any - other provision of these Articles, this
Corporation shall not, except to an insubstantial degree, engage in any activity or exercise any power that is not
in furtherance of the specific purposes of this Corporation,

ARTICLE 4

ARTICLE 6
MEMBERS; CLASSES OF MEMBERSHIP

Every person or entity who is a record owner of a Lot which is subject to assessment by the
Corporation pursuant to recorded covenants shall be a Member of the Corporation. The foregoing is not
intended to include persons or entities who hold an interest merely as security for the performance of an
obligation. Membership shall be appurtenant to and may not be separated from ownership of a Lot subject to
assessment by the Corporation. Initially, the Corporation shall have twg classes of membership subject to
certain special appointment rights of Declarant with respect to the election of directors as more particularly
described in the Declaration and in the Corporation’s Bylaws.

ARTICLE7 .
DECLARATION OF CONDITIONS, COVENANTS AND RESTRICTIONS

The Corporation shall be bound by each of the terms, provisions and conditions of the Declaration.
Terms with initial capitalized letters used but not otherwise defined in these Articles shall have the meanings
set forth therefor in the Declaration.

ARTICLE 8
LIABIVITY

The monetary liability of, and aﬁy cause of action for damages against, the directors and/or officers of
the Corporation for debts, liabilities or obligations relating to the Corporation shall be eliminated to the fullest
extent permissible under California law including, for example, California Corporations Code Sections 7231
and 7231.5. . ' B T : ' :

" ARTICLE 9
AMENDMENTS

Until such time as there are Members of the Corporation, these Articles may be amended by Declarant
at any time and from time to time. Thereafter, 5o long as the two class voting structure provided for in the
Declaration shall remain in effect, these Articles may be amended only by the vote or written assent of sixty-
five percent (65%) of the voting power of each class of Members, At such time as the Class B membership
shall cease and be converted to Class A membership, amendments to these Articles shall be enacted by
requiring the vote or written assent of:

(a) At least two-thirds (2/3) of the Members of the Corporation; and
(b)  Atleast fifty-one percent (51%) of the votes of Members other than Declarant.

In either event, all amendments to these Articles shall require the approval of a majority of the Board of
Directors.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, the percentage of a quorum of the Members (or the Members other
than Declarant) necessary to amend a specific provision in these Articles shall not be less than the prescribed
percentage of affinmative votes required for action to be taken under said provision.
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
